


SCOUTS LEAVING CAMP EARLY
Campers may only leave with
parent/guardian approval and must be
signed out at the Headquarters Building.
Use the official Early Release Form available
at csr.camp/forms
If the Scout returns, they must sign back in.

The health and well-being of every camper, leader, and staff member is a top priority at Cherokee
Scout Reservation. Below is what you need to know to keep everyone safe during their time at
camp.

All first aid must be administered at the Health Lodge by the camp’s Health Officer.
For non-critical hospital visits, a unit leader will transport the Scout, allowing camp staff to
remain on-site.
Any illness or injury—no matter how minor—must be reported to the Health Officer.
A physician is on call 24/7, and hospitals are within 30 minutes of camp.
If a Scout becomes sick (cold, flu, etc.), they will be sent home and may return later (space
permitting) through the Provisional Unit at no extra charge.
Minor cuts and scrapes can be treated in the campsite with basic Scout first aid.

MEDICAL SERVICES

Health & Safety at Camp

MEDICATION HANDLING
All medications must be kept locked and under adult supervision.
You may:

Turn in medications to the Health Lodge, OR
Keep them in a leader-provided locked container in your campsite

Medications must be in their original containers.
Emergency meds (e.g. EpiPens, inhalers) may be carried by the Scout.
Units handling their own medications must sign the Unit Leader Medication Responsibility
Form.

INSURANCE
All campers are covered by accident and
sickness insurance provided by the Old North
State Council.
All incidents must be reported to the Health
Officer so an official incident report can be
filed.

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GOLF CARTS & VEHICLES
Golf carts are only allowed for medical needs and must be provided by the individual.
Camp-owned golf carts are for staff use only.
Personal carts must follow the official Golf Cart Use Policy (available online).
No passengers may ride in the back of trucks or trailers.
Vehicles may only enter camp:

Sunday (Check-In)
Friday or Saturday (Check-Out)

All other times, vehicles must be parked in the main camp lot.

At Cherokee Scout Reservation, we live the Scout Oath and Law. To ensure a safe, respectful, and
memorable experience for all, the following policies apply to all Scouts, leaders, staff, and visitors.

All participants are expected to uphold the Scout Oath and Law at all times.
Bullying, harassment, or fighting of any kind (including cyberbullying) is grounds for
immediate dismissal from camp.
Graffiti, vandalism, or damaging camp property is strictly prohibited and will result in
repair costs and potential removal from camp.

BEHAVIOR & RESPECT

FOOTWEAR & DRESS
Closed-toe shoes are required at all times except at the waterfront or showers.
Aqua shoes may be worn at the waterfront but are not suitable for general camp wear.
Flip-flops or sandals are not permitted outside of shower/waterfront areas.
Uniforms should be worn properly and respectfully, per BSA guidelines.

Code of Conduct
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Firearms, weapons, and ammunition (unless part of camp's supervised
shooting sports)
Fireworks
Alcohol, illegal drugs, and marijuana
Tobacco and vaping products

If necessary, adult use is limited to the designated smoking area
behind the Dining Hall

Anyone violating these policies may be removed from camp without
refund.

FUEL & FIRE SAFETY
Liquid fuels must be checked in and stored securely by the Quartermaster.
Liquid fuel lanterns may only be used by adults, and never inside tents or
Adirondacks.
Gasoline and kerosene may not be stored in campsites.
No flames in tents—this includes personal tents and Adirondacks.

Temporary signage is available from the HQ Building.
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CAMP RULES & EXPECTATIONS
Bullying/Fighting: Zero tolerance — Scouts or adults may be sent home. Includes cyber-
bullying.
Footwear: Closed-toe shoes required everywhere except showers & waterfront. Aqua shoes
only at waterfront/showers.
Golf Carts: For medical use only; must be personally provided. Staff carts not for passenger
use.
Vehicles: Only allowed in camp on check-in (Sunday) and check-out (Fri/Sat). Otherwise
must remain in parking lot. No riders in truck beds or trailers.
Weapons/Fireworks: Prohibited. Only Council-owned firearms/ammo allowed in program
areas.
Drugs/Alcohol/Tobacco: Prohibited.

Tobacco (including e-cigs/vapes) restricted to designated smoking area behind Dining
Hall.
No alcohol, marijuana, or controlled substances.
Adults on impairing prescriptions may not drive or operate equipment.

Liquid Fuels:
Limited in camp.
Adult-only use; no lanterns or fuels in tents.
Kerosene for latrine lanterns available at Quartermaster.
Other fuels must be checked into Quartermaster for locked storage.
Do not use liquid fuels to start fires.
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Making the most of your camp experience

PARTIALLY COMPLETED MERIT
BADGES

Advancement summaries clearly
show completed vs. partial merit
badges.
Partial badges include a list of
unfinished requirements.
It is the unit leader’s responsibility
to help Scouts finish badges with a
registered counselor after camp.

MERIT BADGES
Only badges approved by the Council Advancement Committee and Camping Committee
will be offered.
Requirements come directly from the official BSA website:
https://www.scouting.org/skills/merit-badges/
Cherokee Scout Reservation does not use blue cards. For councils requiring blue cards, Black
Pug allows leaders to print completed cards after camp. If you need blue cards, please make
arrangements with the Camp Director early.
All advancement is recorded electronically – no paper applications needed.
On Friday evening, advancement summaries for each Scout will be available in Headquarters
for leader review.
Prerequisite lists are in the Camp Program + Merit Badges & Activities section of this guide.
Black Pug also exports data in Excel format for easy upload to ScoutBook and TroopMaster.

UNIFORMS IN CAMP
Field Uniform: Encouraged for flag lowering and dinner.
Activity Uniform: Appropriate at all other times.
Footwear: Closed-toe and closed-heel shoes and shirts are required except at the waterfront.

SPECIAL PROJECTS
Units interested in performing a service
project during camp should notify the camp
office manager
(campatcherokee@gmail.com) prior to
arrival.
Early notice allows camp staff to gather
supplies.
Units must provide their own tools.
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Adirondack Damage Policy

Cherokee Scout Reservation has invested significantly in Adirondacks (approx. $3,000 each to
build). These must be treated with care.
Troop Guides check Adirondacks as units move in and out each week.
The unit occupying the site when damage occurs is responsible for repair/replacement costs.

EXAMPLES OF DAMAGE
Graffiti or writing on bunks, walls, floors, porches, etc.
Lost or torn privacy curtain ($150 each), curtain rings, or rod ($10 each).
Broken/missing boards, supports, or dedication plaques.
Cutting/carving in wood.
Altering structure (adding hooks, hammock supports, etc.).

REPAIR & CLEAN-UP
Units must pay costs of repairs (materials & labor) before leaving camp.
Graffiti/writing must be removed by the unit using sandpaper provided by the Troop Guide at
checkout.
Camp Director and/or Ranger may make exceptions or adjustments at their discretion.
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Tent Damage Policy

DAMAGE CATEGORIES
Accidental:

Example: Scout stumbles
entering/exiting tent, causing tear.
Cost: Camp absorbs
repair/replacement.

Accidental but Irresponsible:
Example: Carving with a knife near tent,
knife slips; wrestling causes damage.
Cost: $25 per occurrence (if repairable),
up to depreciated value.

Malicious:
Example: Throwing a knife/object into
tent.
Cost: Depreciated replacement cost if
irreparable.

All leaders should review the importance of equipment care with their Scouts before camp and
again upon arrival.

Units are responsible for council equipment and property while in their care.
An adult leader must inspect tents with a camp staff member at arrival and departure.
Any damage during the week should be reported immediately to the Camp Director.
Units are financially responsible for repairs or replacement, as determined by the Camp
Director and Camp Ranger.
Reminder: Spraying insect repellent on or inside tents/tarps damages waterproofing and is
strictly prohibited.

REPAIR/REPLACEMENT GUIDELINES
Tent roofs/tarps: Damage under 1.5
inches = repairable.
Tent side walls/flaps: Repair or
replacement determined by Camp
Director/Ranger.

VALUE OF PROPERTY
Tents/tarps: life expectancy = 10 years.
Marked items depreciate over 10 years.
Older unmarked items assigned a
conditional grade (3, 5, 7, or 8 years).
Camp Director may adjust depreciation
values.
All damage costs must be paid before
departure.
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2027 Campsite Reservations

Info for Out-of-Council Units

Cherokee Scout Reservation opens reservations for the following summer’s
campsites during each camp week.

Reservations completed via Black Pug.
Example: Campsites for Week 1 of 2026 open for reservation during Week 1 of
2025, available first to troops currently in camp.
Troops in camp have until Wednesday at 5:00 pm to reserve the same site for
the following year.
After Wednesday, any unit (even if not in camp) may reserve remaining sites
via Black Pug.
Each new week opens its corresponding 2026 reservations as camp progresses.
Deposit: $100 non-refundable per site (or per half-site, where campsites are
split into A/B).

$100 = half site (A or B)
$200 = both sides (A and B)

EARLY ARRIVALS
Standard check-in: Sundays at 1:00 pm.
Out-of-council units that need to arrive Saturday evening or Sunday morning
must notify the camp director during the 12-day out meeting.
Camp can provide Saturday supper and/or Sunday brunch at $10 per person
per meal (advance request required).

VISITOR’S NIGHT (THURSDAY)
Visitors may arrive starting at 5:30 pm and join the evening campfire program.
Families are encouraged to bring food for their unit.
If no visitors are attending, out-of-council units have options for dinner:

a.Dining Hall meal provided free of charge (notify Camp Director at 12-Day-Out
meeting).

b.Cookout in campsite (plan and bring supplies).
c.Eat out locally – quick service and sit-down restaurants available in:

Yanceyville (10 min.)
Danville, VA (20 min.) for more options.
